Seam allowances are 3/8" or 1cm wide; all seams are For the neckline/front/hem trim, join the pieces like this:
sewn right sides together unless otherwise stated. ’ \

When your pieces are joined,
press the seams open, then
fold them in half lengthways

to create a large,
double-thickness loop.

The neckline, hem and and cuffs of the cardigan are finished
with double thickness contrast or self fabric or rib trim.

Skills needed include: making & applying double thickness
fabric or rib trim; gathering fabric; sewing knits.

This cardigan is a semi-fitted, open front style
with a relaxed slightly A-line silhouette.
